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Methodology and Scope
This document lists, in chronological order, every appropriation, bond, and supplemental earmark directed to the Town of Belmont in Massachusetts session laws from 2007 through 2025.  Additionally, it lists Belmont home-rule acts. It was produced with the assistance of Anthropic AI using the following methodology:  First, the complete directory of all session laws for each year was downloaded.  Second, these directories were scanned for spending and bonding bills and all 1,016 of these bills were downloaded.  Third, each of these bills was scanned for in full text for “Belmont”; every match was extracted with context; and each passage was read and classified as a genuine Belmont item or an excluded reference (a statewide formula-aid table row, or a same-named street/place in another community).
Each row in the tables below links to the enacted session law on malegislature.gov. A short Category tag is retained only as a scanning aid; the list itself is ordered by year, then by chapter number, then by amount. Bond and ARPA items carry a small italic funding label; unlabeled items are operating-budget (annual or supplemental) earmarks.
	Reading the amounts: Figures are the earmarked amounts in the enacted text, almost always phrased “not less than $X shall be expended.” A bond authorization is a spending ceiling, not proof the full sum was spent.
Two Belmont-specific caveats: (1) “Belmont” is a common street/place name statewide — excluded matches are listed in the appendix for auditability. (2) The 2008 Trapelo Rd / Belmont St item ($8.1M) is a single appropriation covering work in both Watertown and Belmont; it is shown once and also appears in the Watertown review.

	Note — Silver Maple Forest / Belmont Uplands (2008 Ch. 312): the $6,000,000 was an environmental-bond authorization (“not more than”) to acquire the Silver Maple Forest in Belmont and Cambridge for conservation. The act’s outside section governing the acquisition (SECTION 31) was disapproved by the Governor, and the parcel was ultimately developed rather than conserved. Included as an authorization benefitting Belmont, with that caveat.


Belmont Local & Home-Rule Acts (2007–2025)
These are Belmont-specific local and home-rule acts — liquor licensing, governance/charter matters, retirement/OPEB, tax billing, and elections. They are not appropriations but are included for a complete picture of Belmont-specific legislation. Identified primarily from the annual session-law index pages; this list covers the acts surfaced by the search and may not be exhaustive of every minor local act.

Appendix — Excluded References (for transparency)
The following “Belmont” matches were reviewed and excluded because they do not represent funding or legislation benefitting the Town of Belmont.
A.  Statewide formula-aid table rows (not earmarks)
In every General Appropriation Act and many supplementals, “BELMONT” appears as one municipality in long alphabetical tables distributing Chapter 70 education aid and Unrestricted General Government Aid by formula. These statewide distributions are not Belmont earmarks. C.  Multi-community provisions where Belmont is one of several named parties
A few provisions name Belmont alongside neighboring communities in a regional or boundary context rather than as a funding recipient, and were not counted as Belmont earmarks: the A-B-C (Arlington–Belmont–Cambridge) Stormwater Flooding Board joint-powers revival (2013 Ch. 146); the housing-court “eastern division” municipality list (2017 Ch. 47, outside section); and a district-membership amendment list (2015 Ch. 10). Where a multi-community road project includes a Belmont-directed sub-amount, it is counted in the main table (e.g., the 2008 Trapelo / Belmont Street reconstruction).
